Actualmente a trabalharem nas localidades de Luanda, Malange,
Lubango, Sumbe, N'Zeto, Sanza Pombo, Viana, Benguela,
Lobito, Huambo e Quito, em cinquenta e quatro obras, aquele
responsavel reforca a necessidade de uma boa gestdo de meios,
humanos e materiais.

Fish, meat, ice and food distribution are the company’'s main inves-
tment activities in Angola and it is particularly in the food distribu-
tion sector that H.Seabra in partnership with JORDAO COOLING
SYSTEMS - one of the most respected suppliers of this type of
equipment - is developing supermarket projects in the area.

“We are fitting out 80 supermarkets in Luanda with cooling sys-
tems and will create a further 28 in the provinces roundabout,
